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Chapter 1 Introduction

The Digital Signage (hereinafter referred to as “the device”) adopts a 4-side uniform bezel design
with a narrow frame, slim profile, and an ultra-thin back cover. It features a streamlined cable
management system that organizes power and signal cords neatly and efficiently.

The device supports flexible switching between landscape and portrait orientations, enabling
multi-window playback of images and videos simultaneously. Equipped with a high-brightness
commercial-grade display ranging from 500 to 700 nits, it ensures clear and vivid content visibility
even in brightly lit environments. This makes it ideal for smart advertising and intelligent
promotion applications.
